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Q Who is eligible for support?

A Anyone who lives in a Housing Association
property in Aberdeen.  A small number of tenants
from council housing are also able to participate.

Q  I’m interested, how can I get involved?

A To find out more information or to register your
interest please phone Aberdeen Foyer directly.
Alternatively, you can ask someone like a Housing
Officer to refer you and we will contact you to
arrange an initial appointment.

Q Do I need to pay for the service?

A No, the service is free of charge.  However, if
you decide to attend any training or education
courses there may be a charge.  We can help
you look for funding towards the cost of courses.

Q Will engaging with the programme affect
my benefits?

A No, but in some cases we might be able to help
you to claim funding to attend certain courses.
