3. Technology - Our studio includes a powerful PC with software on which
young people can write music and program their own songs.

4. DJ Facility - The DJ room features 2 x Technics 1210 turntables, an Allen &
Heath mixer, Newmark CD decks and a JBL bassbin. There is also a large collection
of 12” vinyl and cd’s.

5. ‘Foyerlive’ - Our ‘Foyerlive’ project enables young musicians using the music
facilities to perform live showcases and events with the support of the Foyer’s
team. Regular shows are organised by Foyer Music throughout the year.

6. New Deal placements - Foyer Music offers a 6-month ‘New Deal’, Voluntary
Option Placement for young people who want to pursue a career behind the scenes.
This is available to young people through Job Centre Plus.

7. Education & Opening doors to the industry - The facilities and opportunities
of Foyer Music are very much geared to first steps in developing an interest in music.
Whether it is as a hobby or a consideration as a career, Foyer Music provides a
successful and supportive environment to learn, and for some we hope to go on to
great things in the future!

8. ‘goNORTH’ - Foyer Music is involved in the management of a large music industry
seminar and showcase held every year in Aberdeen. Young musician’s have the
opportunity to be involved in the organisation of this large music event, to work
alongside representatives from the national/international music industry and perform
at gigs.

9. Workshops - Foyer Music runs frequent workshops. They take place in various
venues, including some schools in Aberdeen and Aberdeenshire. The workshops are
intended to give young people an introduction to a career within the music
business and usually feature guest speakers from within the music industry.

1. Rehearsal - The rehearsal room contains a full backline (guitar, bass and
keyboard amplifiers, drum kit, etc) and a PA system. It is used by an average of
20-25 young people every week.

2. Recording - The recording facility provides a state-of-the-art 24-channel
studio setup, ideal for bands and musicians recording ‘demo’ CDs and learning
the basics of studio work.
