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THE
ACCOMMODATION

There is accommodation available at Trinity Court, Crown Street, Aberdeen;
Victoria Road, Torry; Broad Street, Fraserburgh; Broad Street/Place, Peterhead;
Brickfield Court, Stonehaven and Sycamore Road, Banchory.

Having gone through our selection process and been allocated a tenancy
you will sign a lease initially for 6 months. This gives you rights and
responsibilities which will all be explained to you.
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® Access to other Support Workers.

@ Advice and access to education, training and
employment opportunities.

® Aright to be treated fairly and equally, to be
respected and treated in a dignified way.
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At the start of your tenancy you will be allocated a named
Support Coordinator who will help you to identify your support
needs and help you develop and work through an action plan
which will identify what you want to achieve and how you
hope to do it.

You will also receive support to enable you to cope with living
in your own place while learning the skills you need eg cooking,
cleaning, budgeting, keeping safe etc.

You will be offered lots of opportunities to

develop the skills you need to become

employed. There are many Education

and Training programmes available

at Aberdeen Foyer and at other

agencies which you will be

encouraged to attend.

You will also have opportunities
to take part in activities which
help improve your health and
wellbeing. These include physical
activities like football, dance etc;
counselling services for
emotional difficulties or
drug/alcohol use, support to stop
smoking and many many more.
We aim to help you develop an
enjoyable social life which
allows you to have fun safely.
You will be encouraged to
express your views as an
individual, through tenants’
meetings, or by being elected to the
Young People’s Forum.
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Do you need support to
manage a home of your own?

Can you manage without 24 hour
support but with emergency assistance
available out with normal office hours?
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The rent for your accommodation may be paid for by Housing
Benefit if you are eligible under their rules. In some cases
eg where you are working or receiving some benefits such
as Incapacity Benefit, you may have to pay some, or all, of
your rent. If you are a fulltime student studying at a higher
education level you will have to pay the full rent from your
income. You will have to pay for your own gas / electricity
bills, TV licence, council tax and other household costs.

The Housing Support service is provided free of charge to
you for up to two years. The Supporting People Grant from
Aberdeen City Council and Aberdeenshire Council will
normally provide the funding for the service.

INSPECTION  REGULATION

Aberdeen Foyer's Supported Accommodation service is a
requlated service and is inspected by the Care Commission
and by the Supporting People Teams of Aberdeen and
Aberdeenshire Councils. The latest Inspection report from the
Care Commission can be accessed on our website under
Supported Accommodation.
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
