What does Aberdeen Foyer do?
Aberdeen Foyer is a local charitable organisation established in 1995
working successfully with homeless and disadvantaged
16-25 year olds in the Aberdeen and Aberdeenshire areas.
The Foyer aims to address the priority issues of youth unemployment
and homelessness in an integrated way to help
young pople achieve social and economic independence.

How?
Provide supported tenancies across Aberdeen City and Aberdeenshire.

Education and Training Support Staff can help young people develop
new skills to improve chances of moving into employment, further
education or training.

Aberdeen Foyer also addresses the issues of young people’s health and

Who... Aged 16 or over, male/female from all walks of life.

When... Commitment is up to you.
You can volunteer 5 days a week or 5 times a year.

Where... Aberdeen City & Aberdeenshire.

Experience... Not necessary as full training will be given

Support... All volunteers will receive regular support sessions
and all out of pocket expenses will be reimbursed

There are lots of ways to get involved,
here are just a few examples.

Befriending - build a reliable and supportive relationship with
young people; providing company for social and leisure activities.

Fundraising - become involved in events and activities.

Practice driving companion - take young people out in a dual
controlled car in preparation for their driving test.

Cooking - working with kitchen staff to provide healthy lunches
for clients or working at our accommodation sites supporting
tenants with budgeting and healthy eating.

Sports / Physical activity volunteer - working with young people
to develop sporting activities and support teams to enter events.

Driver/removal person - supporting young people move out of
Aberdeen Foyer accommodation and into independent living.
